We sincerely hope that reading some of the titles in this
selection will ignite your child’s passion to read, enabling 
you and your child to experience the joys of bonding through 
family literacy.
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Feng Zikai Children’s Picture Books Award 豐子愷兒童圖畫書獎

Unlike the tradition in many of the world’s major language groups, 
authors, illustrators and publishers in the Chinese language have yet 
to establish a tradition of creating and publishing well illustrated 
and culturally appropriate picture books for children in the Chinese 
language.  Bring Me A Book™ Hong Kong and the Chen Yet Sen 
Family Foundation believe that good quality culturally relevant 
children’s picture books are important keys to unlocking a child’s 
interest in reading and to develop a lifelong habit of reading.

To stimulate the further development of a nascent original Chinese 
language picture book industry, the Chen Yet Sen Family Foundation 
has commissioned BMABHK to launch the Feng Zikai Children’s 
Picture Books Award in honor of the late acclaimed Chinese author 
and artist, Feng Zikai, whose pioneering work depicting the 
innocence and wonder of childhood has inspired the literary public 
and much academic discourse over the past half century.

The First Feng Zikai Children’s Picture Books Award was presented 
in July 2009 and the award program is expected to be administered 
bi-annually thereafter.  Mrs. Daisy Li Jing Fan Chen, wife of the late 
Chen Yet Sen, has donated USD 1 million to support the establishment 
of the Feng Zikai Children’s Picture Books Award.

The objectives of the Feng Zikai Children’s Picture Books Award are :

- To encourage and recognize outstanding authors and illustrators 
 of quality children’s picture books originally written and published 
 in the Chinese language.
- To improve the fi nancial return profi le of book publishers taking 
 the risk to publish and distribute quality children’s picture books 
 originally written and published in the Chinese language.
- To promote the importance and benefi t of quality children’s picture 
 books and a reading culture to the public, in particular, parents and 
 teachers of young children.
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豐子愷Feng Zikai
Feng Zikai (1898-1975) was one of the most gifted and important 
artists to emerge from the politically tumultuous decades of the 
1920s and 1930s. His unique form of caricature paintings which 
capture a world of simple pleasures and familial warmth are 
highly regarded, still popular and widely published.

Born in Tongxiang, Zhejiang province in China, Feng Zikai began 
his studies at the Zhejiang First Normal School with the infl uential 
Japanese-trained art educator Li Shutong. After graduating, Feng 
Zikai studied music and western style painting in Japan before 
returning to China in 1922 to teach in Shanghai. Later he worked 
as an editor at Kaiming Publishing House.

Feng Zikai was considered the founder of modern cartoons in 
China after his “Zi Kai Manhua” was published in 1924. As an 
educator, author, translator and painter, his concerns were wide-
ranging and well thought out. Also as a devout Buddhist, he was 
a close observer of nature and children, and while his art
appeared gentle, it often carried a strong message. Feng produced 
numerous works in the areas of literature, painting, music, 
translation and art theories which have transcended his time and 
are still relevant today.
